Jim Vallort has spent his career focusing on energy: ranging from measuring energy usage, optimizing the systems, 
integrating automation to control energy and the impact of commissioning on energy consumption.

Jim is a Senior Vice President with ESD headquartered in Chicago, IL, a consulting engineering firm. Jim also serves 
as an ASHRAE Society Vice President for the 2015-2016 Board of Directors. He currently serves as a member of 
Standard Project Committee 211P, Standard for Commercial Building Energy Audits, and Technical Committee (TC) 
7.9, Building Commissioning. Jim previously served on the Board as a director-at-large in 2005-08 and as Region VI 
director and Regional Chair in 2001-04.

Jim has over 20 publications and numerous presentations under his belt on topics ranging from Energy Efficiency, 
Automation and Commissioning to Underfloor Air Distribution. He has been an invited speaker at multiple fortune 
500 companies educating their staff on building automation, energy efficiency, existing building commissioning and 
new construction commissioning. He brings a unique perspective on the constructability and real world aspects 
of our industry having been a union pipefitter, spent years in the field commissioning projects, combined with the 
experience as a mechanical designer, building automation designer and energy modeler.
